Some of you already know that I am a bit of a hoarder/collector and buy the odd antique now and again, and again, and again, and again. Well this month I am going to share with you some ideas I'm having on future classic bikes. 

Like all money making ideas sometimes you have to think outside the box and predict what is going to come good.  Future antiques and collectables generally work on good names, quality and most of all iconic ground breaking boundary pushers. 

Now bearing in mind I'm somewhat "tight", Vincents and Suzuki GT750 Kettles are costly at £10,000 plus and also you are paying for somebody else’s ideas 20+ years ago.  So now we need the crystal ball, NO not a Sinclair C5 (Nail £300 Good one £1,200), to buy a good Harley you’re going to need some serious money and to be honest you’re up against a lot of future competition, so I'd say NO to this, hence the Fat boy went. If you are thinking of a Harley then a 100 year anniversary Springer or Deuce would be the one for me, so Badger and Gerry keep a firm hold onto those bikes. 

But my super dooper No 1 money maker is a Buell Lightening. You could probably jump it onto your Harley insurance (me being tight again!!!!) Nice and compact (short model, good for storage).  Sit up and beg riding position (no bad wrists). Super quick, iconic out of the norm appearance, just look at the brake discs. Not too many about (an acquired taste). Early ones start at £2,300, top spec later ones £5,000. I'd go for an early one with a tail tidy, cause the standard back end looks out of proportion but the tip to remember is to keep all the standard stuff because the purists like it to look like the brochure and if it has been modified, buy back all the standard stuff and store as the prices will escalate as they become collectable classics.

Ride-Out Etiquette
 

Here are a few basic tips for everyone who intends to be part of any of this season's ride outs.  Most of these tips will already be common practice to some of you, but as we are a club which will actively encourage new members to become involved in ride outs, it is important that everyone should be "singing from the same hymn sheet" as they say.   Before you set off on any journey there are a number of questions you should ask yourself; will my bike get there and back in one piece?

1. Have I done the basic checks lately, i.e. oil level or chain tensions, tyre pressures, lights, etc?

2. Where are we going and how long will it take us?

3. Have I got enough fuel to get where I'm going?

4. Am I going to be comfortable?

5. Am I going to be warm enough?

Getting there and back and basic checks. These first two are obviously "ROUTINE MAINTENANCE" orientated. The Harleys we ride are built like tractors, but remember they are mechanical objects and mechanical objects break down.  If you don't look after your bike, it won't look after you, it's as simple as that.  Get your bike serviced regularly.  On most ride outs somebody usually will have some tools just in case disaster strikes.  But as with most things it's not a good idea to assume this will be the case, remember some basic tools don't take up much space and are like a good insurance policy, "It's better to have it and not need it, than to need it and not have it". 

Where are we going? You'd be amazed at the number of people who have come to me when we've stopped for a comfort break and said something along the lines of "where is it we're going?" or "have we been here before?" If you're in any doubt at all as to where you're going or which route is being taken, ASK! There will usually be at least one Road Captain on every ride out; they will know where they're going, and how to get there. This is also a good time to seek out the Road Captains to let them know if you have any special requirements.  It may be that your bike is new or has recently been rebuilt and the speed needs to be kept down, this is not a problem as long as the Road Captains know about it.  If you are new to riding in a group, tell the Road Captain and he'll probably put you in behind the lead rider to keep an eye on you. 

2nd Rider drop off.  Where necessary, your Road Captain may elect to use 2nd bike drop off.  This entails no.2 bike being put somewhere by the leader at a suitable point on a road junction, as a guide to the remainder of the group, when a change of direction takes place.

When the group has passed, the stationary rider 'tucks in' behind, but in front of the tail man, and hence the 'cycle' starts again (for a more in depth explanation of the procedure, consult any of the Road Captains in your group. 

Fuel.  Fill up before you set out.  If you've travelled some distance to the start point, please make sure you fill up before arriving at the meeting point. Don't hang about at the meeting point and then, when we are about to leave, decide you need some fuel.  If you are getting low on fuel during a run, indicate to the Road Captains by pointing at your tank.  He'll stop as soon as practicable.  We try to stop every 80 miles for a comfort break and fuel, this is well within the range of even the thirstiest Sportster with the smallest tank *that is unless you've fitted a one gallon peanut tank!) 

Comfort and clothing.  Ride-outs can be quite long runs, so make sure you're going to be warm enough and you are prepared for rain.  It can feel reasonably warm when you set off, but could go cold on route. The rule is 'Be prepared'.

First Aid.  It is preferable that everyone carries the essentials for 1st aid; we have a group kit available on all group rides.  
Riding in a Group.
 

Some people may have ridden in a group many times before; equally some of you may never have ridden with more than one or two riders before.  Whichever category you fall into, here are a few guidelines to ensure that our ride outs can be safe and as much fun as possible.  Every "bike club" has its own style of riding when in a group.

Many years of experience have established that the preferred formation for riding in a group is the staggered formation.  The Lead Road Captain takes up a position in the middle, to right of the, line; the second rider takes a position to the rear LEFT of him about 11 - 2 feet from the kerb; the third rider follows on the RIGHT rear of him 1 - 2 feet from the white line and so the stagger pattern begins.  The last rider, usually another Road Captain, rides in the middle, to the right of the lane.  The distance between you and the bike immediately in front of you will depend on the usual factors, i.e. speed of the group, weather conditions, other traffic etc.  There are several reasons for adopting this pattern.

 

· The Lead Road Captain can see the last man and ensure nobody has dropped off the back of the group.

· The braking distance between each bike is maximised whilst the length of the group is minimized.

· In a compact group you can keep an eye on other riders and anticipate problems

· Keeping together mean less stops when the group gets split up by traffic lights, etc.

· Vehicles overtaking the group can see the front man before they pull in.

· Always allow other vehicles to overtake or pull in safely.
· Where road conditions become unfavourable e.g.  too narrow; too bendy; or too humpy, staggered riding should give way to single file riding. 

 

It is imperative that you know what is going on around you at all times, so use your mirrors as much as possible, concentrate on what's going on in front of you, and look out for your riding companions.  If the rider behind you suddenly disappears, slow down and give him time to catch up.  It may be something simple like not managing to get through traffic lights, but on the other hand they may have broken down or have some other problem.  Either way it is imperative that we all LOOK OUT FOR OUR MATES it might be you who goes on the "missing list" next time.

 

Does and don'ts of riding in a group
· DO have a good idea where the group is going! If you don't know - ASK.

· DO keep a reasonable distance from the rider in front. The group gets very strung out if you don't.

· Do keep an eye on the rider behind you.  If he/she drops back be prepared to ride to the front to advise the Lead Road Captain that there is a problem.  The rear Road Captain will deal with any problems at the back of the group.

· Do try and 'cover' other riders in difficult overtaking situations, e.g. on motorways where riders in front are trying to get out and you have a gap to move into.  This manoeuvre should never be to cover more than three or four riders; otherwise you can end up blocking the entire middle or outside lane of a motorway.  You will then find that motorists start coming up on the inside of the group.

 

· Don't have your passing light on (if fitted)

· Don't ride too close to the bike in front.  Adjust the distance to take account of the road conditions. Experience will tell you the spacing at which you are happy.

· Don't pull in and slow down immediately after overtaking another vehicle.  Remember you could have other bikes behind you and they will nowhere to go if you slow down.

· Don't keep changing your position on the road, unless it's because a second man has been 'dropped off’. If you start on the inside, stay on the inside. Otherwise, the group is constantly snaking unnecessarily.

· Don't panic! If someone has a problem, let the Rear Road Captain deal with it. The Lead Road Captain will stop the rest of the group at the next convenient safe point e.g. lay by, motorway services, etc

· Don't pull off the road at dangerous places, simply because the rider(s) behind you have stopped.  We don't want to cause greater problems by panic stopping,

· Don't disobey traffic signals simply to keep up, e.g. go through red traffic lights, the Road Captains will ensure you’re not left behind.

· Don't if you’re riding near the back of a large group, pull out to "cover" a large number of other riders and to let them pull out. This can lead to some very dangerous situations particularly on dual carriageways and motorways where you will find cars coming up on your inside.

 

Like all "rules" they can't cover all situations. So if we're riding down narrow country lanes the staggered formation will become a single file.  Occasionally, if the group gets split up in the traffic or around a complicated junction, the Lead Road Captain will ask someone to wait at the junction as a 2 Marker". This will usually be an ex-road or experienced group rider, once the following riders have seen you and worked out where to go, try to catch up, at a "sensible" pace to bring the whole group back together.

 

A reminder to the leader of the group in this situation is to slow the pace until the group is together!

Secretary's Say So.
 

I have been passed these to interesting tips that I thought I would pass onto you.

 

Tech Tips
 Ask yourself these 2 simple questions:-
 

1)     Is your bike fitted with the H-D alarm fob which you press twice to your bike? 

2)    Have you lost or mislaid your bikes keys/fob? 

This may come as a surprise, but if you can call someone who has your spare fob, you can arm/disarm your bike remotely via your mobile phone! Here's how to do it: 

Call the person with your spare fob on their mobile phone from your mobile phone.

Hold your mobile phone about a foot from your bike's ignition and have the other person press the fob twice, holding it near their mobile phone on their end. 

Your bike will unlock! It saves someone from having to bring your keys to you, which if you’re abroad isn't going to happen.  Distance is no object - you could be thousands of miles away and if you can reach someone who has the other 'remote' for your bike, you can unlock it. (It also works with car fobs!) 

This has been tried by my friend and it works!!!!!!!!!!!

 

Here's a couple of other useful 'mobile' tips:
 

Has your mobile phone battery been almost flat, but you didn't have access to a charger? 

If so, here's a way of unleashing some 'hidden' battery power to get you out of a problem.

To activate, press the keys *3370# (remember the asterisk).   Do this when the phone is almost dead.   Your mobile will re-start in a special way with this new reserve and the instrument will show a 50% increase in battery life. This 'hidden' reserve will get automatically re-charged when you charge your mobile next time.  This secret is in the fine print in most phone manuals, but most people skip this information without realising.

 

Do you know how to call the Emergency Services in every county you're ever likely to visit? 

The Emergency Number worldwide for ALL mobile phones is 112. If you find yourself out of the coverage area of your mobile network and there is an emergency, dial 112 and your mobile will search any existing network in your area to establish the emergency number for you, and interestingly thiis number 112 can be dialled even if the keypad is locked. This works on all phones worldwide and is FREE. It is the equivalent of 000.
